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Metallurgic symposia and the Conference METAL have been a traditional gathering of Czech and
foreign professional public for over 20 years. Today'’s traditional event, started in 1992 mainly in order
to present results of steel industry, gradually developed and it currently focuses also on modern
materials and technologies of their manufacture and processing.

The successful jubilee 20" Conference last year was held for the first time in Brno, Czech Repubilic,
EU. This year's 21% METAL 2012 Conference was held on 23— 25" May 2012 in the Voronéz Hotel
in Brno. Conference facilities including six conference rooms, possibility of accommodation right in the
hotel for most participants and a nearby historical part of the city contributed to the success of the
event. Historically the highest number of participants registered for the Conference - 437, who were to
a certain extent motivated by having the articles and posters of the three previous years of the
Conference published (as Conference Proceedings) in a renowned database Thomson Reuters ISI
Web of Science/Web of Knowledge. There was a change compared to the previous years in making
English an official language of the Conference. This step turned out to be altogether positive. Let us
now introduce members of the Program and Steering Committees and the course of the event.

The opening plenary session went well. Upon these initial papers the participants were divided based
on their specializations into six symposia, which were further divided into sections. The following
includes evaluation of the particular symposia by guarantors.

Symposium A - Advanced Iron and Steelmaking
Professional guarantors of the Symposium

Ing. Jaroslav Brezina, Czech Metallurgical Society Doc. Ing. Libor Camek,Ph.D., Ph.D., VSB-TU
Ostrava

A total of 26 presentations were given of the original 27 planned in three half-days, of which 5
presentations were foreign (Poland 4, Slovakia 1). Unfortunately, a German paper planned for the
beginning, dealing with the utilization of by-products in European steelmaking, was not presented
although it could have been very interesting. It is presented on the Conference CD. The professional
level of the papers was good, 15 minutes for presentation sufficient, some papers were followed by
discussions and additional questions. The activities were mostly ahead of schedule, in my opinion it
was because the participants were less active (they were initially hesitant to discuss in English). Most
of the papers (a total of 8 papers) were from the area of research and development in continuous steel
casting (tundish area, physical and numerical modeling of thermal fields during the process, dealing
with mixing areas in sequential casting, production quality), then the issue of refining processes in



steelmaking, their technological options and physical and chemical properties of iron and steel melts
(steel for special purposes, steel properties - gases in steel, organic melts and their composition,
refining slags) and the issue of inner purity and structure of steel, cast iron and cast steel. The plus
was an increased number of papers from younger generation of experts from the academic and
research sphere.

Symposium B — Metal Forming

Professional guarantors of the Symposium
Ing. Richard Fabik, Ph.D., VSB — TU Ostrava Prof. Ing. Jifi Kliber, CSc., VSB-TU Ostrava

24 papers out of 34 received ones were presented in three half-days in Symposium B Metal Forming.
Out of the 10 papers that were not presented 7 were of foreign participants and 3 Czech ones.

Analysis of places of work of those who presented papers indicate that 18 of them were from
universities, 3 from research institutions and 3 from companies of research rather than manufacturing
nature. There were a total of 8 foreign presenters. It is disturbing that in the whole Symposium there
was not a single paper presented by a manufacturing company, Czech or foreign.

We tried to put the papers in blocks. In the first part it was more an issue of the concept of structure
and effect of forming conditions on material properties, which included also papers about bimetallic
properties of products. Another group included papers on forming in thixotropic area and in deep
drawing of material. A series of papers dealt with the issue of technology, treatment of roll surface,
cold rolling, effect of angle on the drawing process, etc., and also the theoretical issues like
deformation resistance. Another group of papers included papers focused on the topic of ECAP and
ARB methods, superplasticity, large plastic deformation and quantitative analysis of hardening in high
speed explosion of material.

Symposium C - Steel Products and Their Properties

Professional guarantors of the Symposium
Prof.. Ing. Eva Mazancova, CSc., VSB-TU Ostrava Prof.. Ing. Vlastimil Vodarek, CSc., VSB-TU Ostrava

A total of 32 papers from seven countries (CZ, Slovakia, Poland, Korea, Iran, Turkey, ltaly) were
presented in this section, which were divided into several groups based on the issues. It included
papers from the area of creep and heat treatment, then from the area of degradation issues due to
fatigue, corrosion defects, including hydrogen response, then there was a group of materials suitable
for the automotive industry, i.e. steels of TRIP type and high-manganese and also papers were
presented dealing with dilatometric measurements and thermal analysis. Except for 3 papers, all the
other papers were presented in English without any problems. Roughly 75% of the papers were
followed by discussions. With only small exceptions the time schedule was also observed. On the first
day section C was opened by dr. Augusto di Gianfrancesco from the material center in Rome with a
very valuable paper from the field of creep. A total of 45 posters from 13 countries in Europe, Asia and
Africa were registered for the poster section.

There were basically no changes in the program and except for one person, all those who presented
papers arrived on time. Attendance in the section was high in the first two days, but it was lower on the
third day probably because some participants were leaving as there were only 8 presentations
planned for that last day.



Symposium D — Surface Treatment Engineering

Professional guarantors of the Symposium

42 papers originally registered, 30 papers in the final program, 19 posters originally registered, 15
posters in the final program. 28 papers were presented. Papers and posters were from the following
countries: Czech Republic, Slovak Republic, Poland, Romania, Turkey, Algeria, Belgium, Russian
Federation.

The level of the papers was very good with subsequent prolific discussion. The papers dealt with
modern technologies of surface treatment of materials — PVD technology, thin layers, indentation
testing of thin coatings, development in the field of nanolayers and coatings, effect of heat treatment
on coatings, corrosion of coatings, effect of pre-treatment of substrate on quality of coating, surface
treatment by ion nitration, coatings in medical practice, coatings in the automotive industry.

The participants were very positive about the Symposium. Some of the participants from foreign
companies made comments on English pronunciation of those who presented the papers. Other than
that the atmosphere in the Symposium was very nice and friendly all the time.

Symposium E - Non-Ferrous Metals and Alloys
Professional guarantors of the Symposium

Symposium E was held from 23" to 25" May 2012 according to specified program, which included
presentations of 50 papers. A total of 47 papers were presented in particular program blocks (3
registered presenters did not arrive), of which 13 papers were from foreign countries (2x Poland, 2x
Slovakia, 5x Russia, 1x Turkey, South Korea, Brazil and Romania).

In sequence in particular sections the papers focused on general non-ferrous metals, alloys and their
characteristics. A total of 19 papers were presented from the area of aluminum and magnesium alloys.
It involved a relatively comprehensive area of particular alloys from the point of view of their
preparation, modification of properties by alloying or forming, including the ECAP technology. Another
block related to the issue of high-temperature materials, including intermetallic compounds, which was
opened a day before. 5 papers dealt with materials based on TiAl, 4 papers dealt with materials based
on nickel and 4 papers dealt with alloys of Fe-Al type. Also this part represented a comprehensive
problems of materials designated for high-temperature applications, namely for oxidizing environment.
And finally there was also an area of biocompatible materials (6 papers), materials for electrical
engineering, magnetic materials, theoretical aspects of crystallization processes (9 papers).

The level of all the papers was high and professional. The papers were discussed also during the
breaks. A total of 50 posters were registered for the poster section, 42 were presented. Two posters of
Symposium E got awards. 24 posters were from foreign participants (Poland, Russia, Slovakia,
Turkey, South Korea, Romania, Algeria, Bulgaria, Turkey, France).

As far as the number of participants and papers is concerned, 50 papers is a maximum for the given
time (3 x half a day). If there was a higher number of papers it would be necessary to think about two
parallel sub-sections.

Compared to 2011, there was a significant increase of foreign participants. Symposium E was
attended by representatives from 11 countries in Europe, South America, Africa and Asia.



Symposium F - Economics and Management of Metallurgic Production

In Symposium F a total of 49 papers were received, 46 announced, of which 16 in the poster section.
There were 13 foreign participants in the Symposium (11 from Poland and 2 from Slovakia). By type of
organization, most of the presenters were from university workplaces (46 from universities, 1 from a
research institution and 2 from companies).

The Symposium opened with a paper presented by a member of the Scientific Committee of the
Conference Dr.h.c. Prof. Ing. Dusan Malindzak, CSc. from the Technical University KoSice on the topic
of new approaches to optimized control of reheat furnaces. The Symposium included papers from the
area of managerial and technical and economic aspects of metallurgy production. Special attention
was paid to application of exact elements and methods of artificial intelligence in control and
information systems of metallurgic processes. Statistics of announced papers: 33 included in the
program, 3 not announced (of which 2 presenters excused themselves before the Conference), 75 %
of participants presented entirely in English.

Poster Section of all symposia was evaluated and a total of 5 honorable mentions and 3 prizes

were awarded. Winners received material gifts:
1t place - Klimova Alena, UMMS SAV, Bratislava
o place - Klus Petr — VSB — TU Ostrava
31 place - Kekule Tomas — Karlova univerzita, Praha

A total of 20 countries were represented at the Conference, with 358 papers and posters.

Part of the Conference was also a social evening, beer party and accompanying program. The
accompanying program was held on Thursday afternoon — it included a visit to the Anthropos pavilion,
planetarium, city casemates, Spilberk castle and boat cruises with a visit to Vevefi castle. Thanks to
the nice weather the participants spoke very highly about this cultural program.

Moving the beer party on the first day to a stylish restaurant Moravian Cottage turned out to be an
excellent idea. We can state that by the high number of participants it was unlike any other beer party
in the previous years. The social evening was held on the following day right in the hotel and in the
participants' opinions it turned out well.

Technical equipment in each conference room was also working properly and also catering services,
accommodation and other circumstances predestinate the location also for 2013.

A problem that is common at all conferences is occasional absence of mainly foreign participants who
register for the Conference, in many cases they pay the registration fee but then they do not come to
the Conference nor do they excuse themselves in advance. This causes gaps in a block of papers. If
there are more absences like this there is a change of schedule of particular papers in spite of the best
effort of the section organizers.

From the organizational point of view the Conference was also prepared very well, from websites
through registration to check-in of participants and other organizational issues. We can state that the
process is comparable with big conferences abroad.



Very low attendance of representatives of manufacturing companies is a certain shortcoming of the
Conference. On one hand the participation of mostly the representatives of universities may indicate a
high theoretical and modern level of contents of papers but on the other hand higher confrontation with
the needs of the industry is necessary. We will try to remedy this situation. However, participation of
relatively young experts from universities, research institutions or companies that cooperate with
research is pleasing.

Both the Program Committee and the participants consider the Conference to be successful in all
respects. The next Conference should be held on May 15 - 17, 2013 also in the Voronéz Hotel, Brno,
Czech Republic, EU. More information about the next year of the Conference, including registration, is
available at www.METAL2013.com.
